8. Temporary Restrictions to Local Roads on 29 March 2026 — Yorkshire Dales Rally

closed, though there may be restrictions on the A684.

RESOLVED: Not to make any representations in respect of the proposed closures and
restrictions, but to request MotorsportUK to keep the Council informed of plans for the Rally as
they develop.
